Today’s Focal St. John’s Bible Illumination: 
“Vision at the Chebar” (Ezekiel 1:1-3:27)

Early Hebrew exiles in Babylonia wrestled with a thorny theological 
problem—the possibility of God’s presence with them outside of their 
homeland and the conditions under which this might be experienced. 
Thus, divine effulgence (glory) is of special concern to Ezekiel. 
Mystical visions are the primary media through which he secures the 
insights he shares regarding God’s abiding care for Israel despite its 
dislocation, but his descriptions of these intensely personal religious 
experiences are not easy to visualize. In fact, Ezekiel himself lacked the 
words to adequately convey what he saw and repeatedly employed 
such terms as “something like,” “appearance like” and “likeness of” to relay the experiences for which he had insufficient 
vocabulary.

Lacking an adequate basis for visualizing what Ezekiel saw, illuminator Donald Jackson turned to sounds identified by 
Ezekiel in this text as the foundation for his illumination. In 1:24, Ezekiel writes: “I heard the sound of their wings like the sound of 
mighty waters, like the thunder of the Almighty, a sound of tumult like the sound of an army.” In this illumination Jackson seeks to 
convey a sense of the overwhelmingly alien and unsettling world that surrounds the exiles’ camp as expressed through these sounds.

Three primary elements shape the context for this illumination: the messengers, God’s throne and the wheels. Using images gleaned 
from period Babylonian artifacts preserved in the British museum, Jackson fashioned four creatures (messengers) based on a relief 
portrait from the ceramic lid of an early sixth-century BCE casket. Since Christian tradition long has employed these figures as symbols 
of the four evangelists, today’s illumination includes images with each figure—Matthew (human), Mark (lion), Luke (ox), and John 
(eagle). In the illumination’s top left is the image of “something like a human form” on a throne with fragments of sapphires and 
rainbows (see 2:26-28). This conveys Ezekiel’s strong concern regarding God’s effulgence. The rainbow appears again at the feet of 
the creature on the far right and once again on the next page where Ezekiel is found eating the scroll (3:3) with the Hebrew words 
“lamentation,” “mourning” and “woe” written on it. Framing the illumination are the chariot wheels rimmed with eyes (likely metal 
studs) that would have made a frightening noise as they passed through Babylon’s streets.

Why do you think times of crisis in ancient Israel elicited the powerful and highly symbolic visions reported by Ezekiel? How might 
they have provided comfort to Israelites suffering from feelings of dislocation, fear, and helplessness? Do these messages ever help 
you find grounding in moments of crisis in your life?

The Philadelphia Eleven
In a defiant act, after two General Conventions failed to authorize the 
ordination of women as priests, three retired bishops (including West 

Missouri’s Edward R. Welles II) ordained eleven women (including Welles’s 
daughter, Katrina) as priests in The Episcopal Church. The event took place 
July 29, 1974, at Philadelphia’s Episcopal Church of the Advocate, and these
