Open House at Pete’s Garden

Tamara Weber, founder of Pete’s Garden, will be at both 
morning coffee hours to share about Pete’s Garden and give 
tours of the Pete’s Garden kitchen, which is located in the 
lower level of Founders’ Hall.

Pete’s Garden gets wholesome meals to hungry families. 
They collect unserved prepared food from caterers, 
restaurants and food service operations; then they portion 
and redirect the donated food.

Today’s Focal St. John’s Bible Illumination: 

“Seven Pillars of Wisdom” (Proverbs 8:22-9:6)
A major challenge faced by the Saint John’s Bible Committee on Illumination and Text was 
how to represent both masculine and feminine qualities in God without defaulting to the 
depersonalizing neuter form (it). This exposes a limitation of human language when speaking 
of God. The Wisdom Books offer some of the team’s most creative theological work in 
this regard. In Proverbs 8:22-31, many see Wisdom as the preexistent Word of God, which 
Christians generally interpret as the preincarnate Christ. Verses 29-31 describe Wisdom’s role 
in the creation, recognizing feminine dimensions of God’s creative activity. Chapter 9 portrays 
the feast Wisdom has prepared for those who wish to pursue her ways. In the “Seven Pillars of 
Wisdom”, illuminator Donald Jackson brings these images together.

In this illumination, seven pillars are portrayed to symbolize the perfection and completeness 
of Wisdom’s work. Each pillar supports a pearl, a precious object of beauty created through 
mysterious processes. Collectively they represent the “pearls of wisdom” which are scattered 
throughout Proverbs. The pearl also is reminiscent of the moon, the heavenly body many 
ancients associated with feminine forces.

Growing out of the second pillar from the left is the tree of wisdom, and out of the fifth pillar from the left is a complex of buildings, one of 
which is the dome of the church at Saint Benedict’s Monastery, home to the College of Saint Benedict, recognized for its work in educating 
women. Located in St. Joseph, MN just four miles from Saint John’s University and Monastery, these two institutions work cooperatively in 
support of each other’s educational and religious missions.

Depictions of the cosmos and space appear throughout the Saint John’s Bible, from the Creation illumination in Genesis to The Ends of the 
Earth illumination in The Gospels and Acts volume. A branch of the Wisdom Tree is found in the sky of today’s illumination above Proverbs 10 
indicating Wisdom’s presence both in the creation and in God’s continuing work depicted throughout the Bible. This illumination conveys the 
truth that wisdom is with us and beyond us and is accessible to us but is greater than that which our minds can fully grasp. Both masculine 
and feminine are present, but here emphasis is given to the feminine as a quality of God’s being which is always at work but too often 
unrecognized.

Proverbs 9:5 is portrayed in the lower right-hand portion of the illumination, offering an additional connection between Wisdom and Christ: 
“Come, eat of my bread and drink of the wine I have mixed”.

In Saint John’s Bible, the divine is generally portrayed with gold, but the divine also is depicted with silver (actually platinum). The use of 
platinum in the Wisdom books is intended to emphasize the feminine qualities of divinity. Look carefully throughout the Wisdom Books and 
take note of where platinum is used. Also note where gold and platinum are used together. What does that suggest to you about God’s nature?
