SERMON

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.
Glory to you, Lord Christ.

When the time came for their purification according to the law of Moses, the parents of Jesus brought
him up to Jerusalem to present him to the Lord (as it is written in the law of the Lord, “Every firstborn
male shall be designated as holy to the Lord”), and they offered a sacrifice according to what is stated in
the law of the Lord, “a pair of turtledoves or two young pigeons.”

Now there was a man in Jerusalem whose name was Simeon; this man was righteous and devout,
looking forward to the consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit rested on him. It had been revealed to
him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death before he had seen the Lord’s Messiah. Guided by
the Spirit, Simeon came into the temple; and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him
what was customary under the law, Simeon took him in his arms and praised God, saying,

“Master, now you are dismissing your servant in peace,
according to your word;
for my eyes have seen your salvation,
which you have prepared in the presence of all peoples,
a light for revelation to the Gentiles
and for glory to your people Israel”

And the child’s father and mother were amazed at what was being said about him. Then Simeon blessed
them and said to his mother Mary, “This child is destined for the falling and the rising of many in
Israel, and to be a sign that will be opposed so that the inner thoughts of many will be revealed—and a
sword will pierce your own soul too.”

There was also a prophet, Anna the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher. She was of a great age,
having lived with her husband seven years after her marriage, then as a widow to the age of eighty-
four. She never left the temple but worshiped there with fasting and prayer night and day. At that
moment she came, and began to praise God and to speak about the child to all who were looking for the
redemption of Jerusalem.

When they had finished everything required by the law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their
own town of Nazareth. The child grew and became strong, filled with wisdom; and the favor of God
was upon him.

Does our faith in Jesus Christ have a role in the quest for social and racial justice? Can the church build
bridges and deepen solidarity around crises such as poverty, violence, and equal rights for all? And if
so, how do we do it? These questions are explored while examining the theological lenses and Biblical
interpretive conclusions which shape our Christian witness and guide us in attempting to partner with
God in creating a flourishing life for all.

Vernon Howard, Jr., is a Civil Rights leader, activist, lecturer and pastor ordained within
the National Baptist Convention USA, Inc., (1992) and has served within the pastoral
ministry for thirty 30 years in various church settings throughout Christendom.

A Kansas City native, Howard is a product of the Kansas City, Missouri, public schools, a
graduate of William Jewell College, Central Baptist Theological Seminary, and earned the
Doctor of Ministry degree from Virginia Union University within the Samuel D. Proctor
School of Theology. He has taught as an adjunct lecturer at the University of Arizona and
Central Baptist Theological Seminary, currently serving as adjunct instructor and Fellow
within the Center for Faith and Culture at William Jewell College.

He is president of the Southern Christian Leadership Conference of Greater Kansas City (SCLC-GKC), a legacy Civil
Rights organization started by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., during the mid-20th century civil rights era. He also
serves as the senior pastor of the Historic St. Mark Church in Kansas City.

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Today’s Focal St. John’s Bible Illumination

1 Corinthians 13:1-13

Today’s special text treatment was the last artwork
produced by Thomas Ingmire for the Saint John’s Bible.
It portrays a message written by the Apostle Paul to a
troubled church that was being destroyed by divisions
and bitter rivalries (read chapters 1 through 12 of 1
Corinthians). Ingmire’s depiction captures the nature
of the problem as well as the spirit for its needed
solutions.

Ingmire visualizes Paul’s message in two parts. In the
first portion, the apostle questions the usefulness of
any action or spiritual gift if it is not practiced in agape
love. The physical positioning of this part of the passage
appears to be out of place. Its lettering is patchy, dark,
and disjointed. It
feels unharmonious
and inappropriate. It
seems ugly and filled
with tension.
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The second part \
of the message
enumerates essential
qualities of love —
qualities indicative
of the transforming
work of Christ in
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is patient; love is
kind...” and continues
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“If | Speak in the Tongues of Mortals”

to itemize the importance of love in association with
each of the values listed. In conjunction with this,

the text moves from solid colors to simple forms as it
descends down the page, producing a rainbow effect.
Consequently, the treatment not only contains some of
the most graphic and eloquent text of all Paul’s writings,
it also conjures an enduring image of hope and of God’s
abiding presence, symbolized by the rainbow. Biblically,
the rainbow appears after a storm offering assurance
that we are not forgotten.

Ingmire’s imagery implies that it is God incarnate who
bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things,

and endures all things. Were this not the case, the
Corinthian church
would have been bereft
of all hope. Neither
would there be hope for
our world today without
the abiding work of
God’s love. Apart from
Christ’s work in us we
cannot love in the way
Paul describes in these
verses.
